Items Needed:

   Picture of Joseph in the Sacred Grove (Gospel Art Picture Kit)

Lesson Idea:

Show the picture to the family and tell the story of Joseph’s experience in the Sacred Grove.  What do we learn from them what Joseph experienced? Use the picture to show the presence of Heavenly Father, Jesus Christ and the Holy Ghost as three separate beings. Heavenly Father is a being with the form of a person. Jesus lived with Heavenly Father before coming to this earth and gaining a mortal body. After he was resurrected he kept the same form. The Holy Ghost doesn’t have a body like ours, of flesh and bones. He is a personage of spirit that bears witness of Heavenly Father and Jesus. Explain that not all churches know that Heavenly Father, Jesus and the Holy Ghost are separate, but as members of the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints we know that they are actually three separate personages that work together to help and guide mankind. 

Now, use the picture to practice saying the First AOF, pointing out each of the three members of the Godhead.
